AUTORACK CAR

There are a lot of different railroad cars that can haul anything from farm equipment and containers to
industrial parts and even rails. This certainly holds true in the case of the autorack*, which began to
appear in the 1960s.

The first autoracks were simply flatcars with initially two, and later three levels of storage that could
hold between 8 to 18 vehicles. The car itself was 89 feet in length and provided guide tracks for the
vehicles as well as interior tie-down equipment. That design was an advantage over cumbersome* boxcar,
as several autos were not only effectively transported but also quickly loaded and unloaded. However,
there were some significant downsides too, mainly related to transportation hazards. Despite the fact that
railroads could economi-cally and profitably haul hundreds of cars in a single train, the product was com-
pletely open and exposed not only to Mother Nature but also vandals, and ho-bos who found them to be
perfect sleeping and resting quarters.

At first, corrugated steel (later aluminum, which provided another meansof lighter weight) was
attached to the sides. Again, however, the vehicleswere still left exposed to the elements. Ultimately,
in the 1980s fully enclosed models entered the market and these tall cars can still be seen in service to-
day. The cars also carry padlocks, which in most cases prevents vandalsfrom either stealing or
damaging the vehicles.
